Instructions for using the DCC ‘VI’ laptops
These laptops have JAWS for Windows and ZOOMTEXT magnification software on them.  Follow the instructions for using them:

For JAWS

· Make sure that the power cable is plugged in

· Plug the JAWS dongle into any USB port

· Start the computer

· The computer will take longer than normal to start up, this is quite normal and is something to do with JAWS

· JAWS should start automatically

· You might get a few messages come up on the screen about an incompatibility with the screen reader, but this can be closed

· Use the computer as normal

· JAWS should be running on the task bar and can be accessed by clicking on the icon and adjusting the options.

·  When you have finished, close down in the normal way and remove the JAWS dongle and place in the laptop bag

For ZOOMTEXT

· Make sure that the power cable is plugged in

· Start the computer in the normal way

· The computer will take longer than normal to start up, this is quite normal and is something to do with JAWS

· If JAWS opens on the taskbar you need to shut it down as it will try and tell you that it is in 40 minute mode and you must register.  Just close it and it will not come back again

· Start zoomtext by double clicking on the icon on the desktop

· From the bar that opens in the top right hand corner you can change the level of magnification depending on the learners needs

· Close down zoomtext when you have finished

· Close the computer down in the normal way

Instruction booklets are available for the software along with shortcut key cards for JAWS
